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	Saint Catherine of Siena

St. Catherine was the youngest of twenty-five children born to a well-to-do Italian family.  When she was six years old, she had a vision of Jesus extending his hand from heaven to bless her.  From that time onward, she knew that she would be consecrated to God. Despite her mother’s efforts to interest her in fashion, frivolities and young men, Catherine dedicated herself to prayer and fasting and eventually became a third order Dominican.  She was intensely prayerful and devoted to the cause of unity within the Church until her death in 1380 at the age of 33.  She is a Doctor of the Church, bore the stigmata, wrote a mystical work entitled The Dialogue, and persuaded exiled Pope Gregory XI to return the papacy to Rome.  Her feast day is April 29th.
