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	St. John the Silent

Saint John became known as “the Silent” because of his love of silence and recollection. He was born in Armenia of noble parents and entered a monastery when he was 18 years old, seeking growth in holiness and virtue. Out of his love for recollection and prayer, he rarely spoke. His mildness, prudence and piety won the affection of many. Against his wishes, he was ordained a bishop when he was only 28 years old. For 9 years he performed his episcopal duties until one night in prayer, he saw a bright cross in the air and heard a voice saying, "If thou desires to be saved, follow this light." He saw it move toward a monastery in Palestine. He felt called to the monastery of St. Sabas, which had 150 monks whom he served humbly and cheerfully performing menial labor. Saint Sabas saw the holiness of John the Silent, and wanted to ordain him a priest. When John revealed his secret that he had already been ordained a bishop, he left the monastery and spent his remaining years as a hermit, and many souls sought the spiritual counsel of this humble and holy man.
