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	Saint Joseph
Joseph was chosen by the Father as guardian and protector of his greatest treasures, his divine Son and the Virgin Mary, Joseph’s wife.  He carried out his vocation with complete fidelity until called to his heavenly reward.  Sacred Scripture says little of him.  It does not record even one word spoken by Joseph. St. Joseph was a man of great spirit and faith.  Joseph died a happy death in the company of Jesus and Mary.  He is the patron saint for a happy death and for Fathers and Husbands. St. Joseph is one of the few saints to have two feast days.  March 19th is the feast of St. Joseph, Spouse of Mary.  May 1st is the feast of St. Joseph the Worker.
