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	St. Maria Faustina
St. Maria Faustina Kowalska, the apostle of Divine Mercy, was the third of ten children born into a poor and pious family in the heart of Poland.  At the age of twenty she entered the Sisters of Our Lady of Mercy in Cracow.  Our Lord referred to Sr. Faustina as the “the secretary of My Mercy.”  Sr. Faustina’s diary is a soul journal in which the saint relates “encounters” of her soul with God.  Jesus told her that mankind will not have peace until it turns with trust to My Mercy.  The Blessed Sacrament is the “throne of mercy on earth and to Adore in the Blessed Sacrament, My Heart, which is full of mercy.  I want Adoration to take place …for the intention of imploring Mercy for the world.”   
There are 5 elements of devotion to Divine Mercy:  the Image of the Merciful Jesus, the feast of the Divine Mercy, the Novena of Divine Mercy, the chaplet of Divine Mercy, the hour of Divine Mercy,  Jesus promised, “In this hour you can obtain everything for yourself and others for the asking; it was the hour of grace for the whole world—mercy triumphed over justice.  ”She was deeply mystical, possessing many graces.  Those of “contemplation, deep knowledge of the mystery of the mercy of God, with visions, revelations, the hidden stigmata, with the gift of prophecy and of reading into human souls.  
Pope John Paull II canonized St. Faustina in Rome on Divine Mercy Sunday during the Great Jubilee Year 2000, and declared Divine Mercy Sunday the Second Sunday of Easter.
	Chaplet of Divine Mercy
Begin with:  the Our Father…Hail Mary…and Apostles Creed…

On the Our Father Beads say:  Eternal Father I offer You the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Your dearly beloved Son, Our Lord Jesus Christ, in atonement for sins and those of the whole world.

On the Hail Mary Beads say:  For the sake of His sorrowful Passion, have mercy on us and on the whole world.

Conclude with Holy God, Holy Mighty One, Holy Immortal One, Have mercy on us and on the whole world (three times)
