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	 St. Philip Neri was known for his cheerfulness and great sense of humor. As a young man, he went to Rome where he found much moral and spiritual indifference. Philip’s charismatic personality attracted many, as he stood on street corners and engaged people in conversation--gently guiding them to examine their souls and reform their lives. “Well, brothers, when shall we begin to do good?” was his trademark greeting. He eventually was ordained a priest, and became known for the ability to read souls in the confessional. He died at the age of 80 and his feast day is May 26.
