Therese Martin entered a Carmelite convent at the age of 15.  As Sister Therese of the Child Jesus, she lived a hidden life.  She was just twenty-four when she died on September 30, 1897.  Her Feast Day is celebrated on October 1st.  The world came to know her through her autobiography, “The Story of A Soul.”  She described her life as a “a little way of spiritual childhood.”  She lived each day with unshakable confidence in God’s love.  What matters in life is “not great deeds, but great love.”  “My mission – to make God loved – will begin after my death,” she said.  “I will spend my heaven doing good on earth.  I will let fall a shower of roses.”
