Process for Adorers Ensuring Coverage/Finding a Substitute
ADORERS:  Steps for Securing a Substitute/Coverage If You Cannot Make Your Hour

Coordinators: Brief each of your adorers on these steps

 • Adorers: if you are not able to make your hour due to an unforeseen conflict please

1) See if someone from your immediate family is able to go in your stead and instruct them to sign in

2) Contact your prayer partners (fellow adorers) for your hour and see that at least one of them will be there.  Inform your hourly coordinator that you will not be there but your partner(s) will.

3) Contact one of the adorers at the hour right before or right after your hour to see if they can keep your hour for you (once these names are made available)
4) Contact your Hourly Coordinator to find a substitute. (Your coordinator may have you call someone or may call someone themselves).

Steps 1-4 should be completed ** as soon as possible ** once you are aware that you have a scheduling conflict.

In a last minute emergency please also follow steps 1 thru 4 first.  If you are unable to reach your hourly coordinator, please contact the following in ascending order of importance:

5) Your Divisional Coordinator (note, if time permits the adorer or hourly coordinator may call the division coordinator for names of subs – or additional subs – that the adorer or hourly coordinator would call)
6) Jack Peters, the Main Coordinator

7) The Parish Office (main #), if during office hours

8) Deacon Jake

9) Father Wooton and Father Peffley at the Rectory

Best contact numbers for all coordinators and adorers can be found in the Adoration Schedule in the sign-in book, and will be emailed to all regular adorers and coordinators on a regular basis.  (At a future date we will post the schedule on the parish website).  

Our goal is NEVER to have to resort to steps 7-8-9. Often even if not in your immediate household, you can get a close friend to sub for you in a pinch.  Even if they do not make a regular Holy Hour or aren't even Catholic, this could be a great way to evangelize.  Much growth in personal holiness, even many conversions, have been realized by people making unexpected visits to Our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament.
Please pray to Our Lady of the Angels, Patroness of our chapel, St. Joseph, St. Anthony, your patron saint, All the Saints in Heaven if you are in a pinch.  Pray "God come to my assistance; Lord, make haste to help me" and your prayer will be answered.
