Guidelines for Receiving Holy Communion





In order to receive Holy Communion, communicants must:


Be practicing Catholics.  This means that the communicant does the following:  


Attends Mass on all Sundays and holy days


Fasts and abstains on the days appointed


Confesses sins at least once each year in the sacrament of Penance


If married, is married in the Catholic Church and follows the teachings of the Magisterium with regard to issues of faith and morals.


Observe the Eucharistic fast of one hour.  This means that the communicant must refrain from food and drink at least one hour before receiving Holy Communion.


Believe that the Sacred Host is the true Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity of Jesus Christ.





Persons conscious of grave sin must receive the sacrament of penance before receiving Holy Communion.





Those who are not able to receive Holy Communion are encouraged to express in their hearts a desire for unity with Jesus by making a Spiritual Communion.
