·  If a student is officially enrolled in a Catholic Homeschool program where testing is part of the curriculum, he/she is considered a Catholic School Student.  Simply submit documentation of enrollment along with the Catholic School Registration Form, and submit copies of your student's tests.
· In grades 2, 6, 7 and 8 students must attend a CCD Class, or attend a Catholic School (Catholic Homeschool programs where testing is part of the curriculum are considered Catholic Schools).  Make sure that you complete a registration form for these grades, informing the Religious Education Office of the status of your child’s religious education.  All students scheduled to receive a sacrament must be attending a CCD class or enrolled in a Catholic Homeschool program.
· Holy Trinity’s CCD Homeschool program is permitted in grades 1 and 3-5.  If you wish to participate in this program you will need to fulfill the requirements listed below:

· Pick up your Faith and Life student textbook on Sunday, August 28th  after the 5 pm Mass in the Religious Education Closet.  An alternate pick-up time will be given at a later date. 
· Sign the Oath of Fidelity to the Church and turn it in if you didn’t do so when you registered.
· Attend one adult education class in the Fall of 2011.
· Assist your children in completing the Mass Enrichment Worksheets for the school year.  These worksheets will be posted on the CCD web page every week.  The first one will be posted on September 13th and will be for Mass on Sunday September 18th.  Mass Worksheets should be turned in at the testing sessions.
· Bring your children to the Adoration Chapel two times each year.  Directions for the  process will

handed out at book pick-up.
· Attend Stations of the Cross one Friday (2/24/12, 3/2/12 or 3/9/12 at 7:30 pm during with your child(ren). (Grades 3-5; Grade 1 does not have to attend)
· Please note that our primary form of communication is e-mail.  If you have not been receiving e-mails from the Religious Education Office, please provide us with the correct e-mail address.
Students:
· Complete the Mass Enrichment Worksheets for the school year found on the CCD web page.  The Worksheets will be posted weekly.  Turn the worksheets in at the testing sessions.
· Attend Eucharistic Adoration two times with your parents.
· Students must take and pas the mid-term exam/prayer testing on Sun. 12/18/11 before or after the 8:30 am Mass, or Sun. 1/8/12 before or after the 8:30 am Mass.  Details about classroom assignments will follow. Please remember to turn in the Mass Enrichment Worksheets for the first half of the year at this time.  Passing is earning a 75% on the exam and committing all the required prayers for the grade level to memory.
· Attend Stations of the Cross one Friday (2/24/12, 3/2/12 or 3/9/12 at 7:30 pm during with your parents. (Grades 3-5; Grade 1 does not have to attend)
