Registration and Requirements for Catholic School Children and Homeschoolers
“Why do I need to register my children with the Religious Education Office, my children are enrolled in a Catholic School and/or I am homeschooling?”
· Father VanderWoude will be held accountable to God for the religious education of all of the children in the parish.  In order for Father to be assured that the children are receiving adequate religious education, parents must register their children with the religious education office every year; no matter if the are homeschooling and/or have children attending Catholic Schools.  Father needs to check each year to see if the children in his parish are receiving religious education; therefore, all families must register their children with the Religious Education Office every year.
· If a family is homeschooling and using a Catholic Curriculum where testing is required, parents must turn in copies of the testing; meet with the Religious Education Office for prayer testing, and complete the Mass Worksheet every Sunday and Holy Day of Obligation.  Mass Worksheets must be turned in after Mass.  Just put the paper through the mail slot outside of the main office.

· If a family is homeschooling and not using a specific Catholic Curriculum, testing that they use for their children must be turned in; they must meet with the Religious Education office for prayer testing, and complete the mass Worksheet every Sunday and Holy Day of Obligation.  Mass Worksheets must be turned in after Mass.  Just put the paper through the mail slot outside the main office.

· Homeschooling parents must also complete the requirements listed on the Homeschool Requirements list on the CCD web-page (attend Stations of the Cross during Lent, attend one adult ed. talk, attend Eucharistic Adoration with child 2x during year.

· Catholic school children in the First Communion year, must meet with the Religious Education Office to take the Confession Quiz, Communion Quiz, for prayer testing, and they complete the Mass Worksheet every Sunday and Holy Day of Obligation.  Mass Worksheets must be turned in after Mass.  Just put the paper through the mail slot outside of the main office.  Parents must also check the First Communion Requirements list on the CCD web-page.

· The most just and efficient way for us to make sure that all of the children at Holy 
Trinity (CCD, Catholic School and Homeschool) have an understanding of the Faith is to have requirements.  Following the rules assists Father VanderWoude is his duty to make sure that every child in the parish is being properly catechized.
